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AUTHOR’S NOTE

I grew up in a small town in western Kansas, and the
community had very traditional values. Children were to be
seen and not heard, you didn’t talk back to your parents or any
other adult for that matter, and you better clear your plate at
the end of the meal if someone gave you food. Many adults
expect children to be disciplined, you know, the whole “spare
the rod, spoil the child” thing.

I had my own opinions on what I experienced growing up,
but a lot of my views of the world were shaped by that
upbringing… until I thought about becoming a parent.

I always knew, even as young as seventeen or eighteen,
that if I were to have children, I wanted to adopt them. I
personally didn’t want to birth a child when there were so
many children out there waiting for a family to step up and
love them the way they deserved.

That dream stayed in the back of my mind until my
husband and I bought our first home with an extra bedroom.
We both had graduated college, had good jobs, and that dream
of fostering a child came back stronger than ever.

My husband, in all his infinite wisdom, said we should
volunteer with foster children first and find out if we were
truly ready and had the skills we needed.

By fate, I believe, we landed at HALO in Oklahoma City,
an organization that provides therapy and also training to
foster and adoptive families all over the world. They’re truly



the best at what they do, and we were lucky enough to help
with their main program.

In the program, we learned the basics of TBRI, trust based
relational intervention, something that had been shown to
really help children from hard places. We learned things like
“all behavior is communication” and that trauma changes the
way our brains work. It flipped everything we both knew
about parenting on its head.

Instead of “punishing” to get compliance, we learned to
teach skills over time that would help the child throughout
their lives. We learned that often the worst behavior is the
biggest cry for love and connection. And we learned how to
build relationships with children who had been shown that
adults hurt you and then leave or show up and take you away
from the home you love.

When our boys were first placed in our care, our parenting
looked really strange compared to how we were raised. We
messed up and fumbled from time to time. But the most
amazing things started to happen.

Our boys came to trust us as their safe adults. They began
to play the way children should. They went to bed after thirty
minutes of laying down instead of two hours.

It was the hardest, but most transformative experience, and
I knew I had to share some of what I learned in this book.

Ever since I introduced Liv in Confessions of the Funny
Fat Friend, I’ve been dying to write her story. When I began
writing, I knew she was older and had been single for a while,
but I also knew she wouldn’t settle for just any guy. She
needed someone mature, who’d built up grit and strength and
patience and had a heart ready for all of life’s good and bad
times. I knew someone special would need her in their life.

Maya wasn’t an easy little girl to handle, but when Liv saw
through her behavior and loved her through it, amazing things
happened. But the funny thing about TBRI, is that it works on
adults too.



After learning TBRI, my husband and I started using it on
each other as well. Suddenly, in the challenges of new
parenthood, we were building more connection with each
other despite being stressed, overwhelmed, and exhausted in a
way we’d never been before. It was healing to experience love
in this new way.

In this story, Liv’s kind of love helped Fletcher heal. He
carried around so much guilt and shame for the way he
responded to his trauma and for his struggles with Maya. But
as much as Maya deserved love and understanding, Fletcher
deserved the same.

If I could do one thing for every person in this world, it
would be for them to learn TBRI and experience HALO the
way we did. It’s truly changed our lives and helped us be
better parents, friends, partners, and people. If you want to
take the course, you can do it online through TCU. I highly
recommend it!

Even if you don’t take the course, I want you to know that
you are loved and valued beyond measure. You deserve to
know that you are worthy of all good things that come your
way, and strong enough to handle any struggle you experience.
And most of all, you are never alone. I hope these books can
