“where you going?”-Naledi  

“Nosipho wants us to try out this new place that just opened” 



“Nhlanhla don’t get me wrong but this Nosipho friend of yours I 

don’t like her for you, she’s always out partying and drinking alcohol 

and that’s not your thing”-Naledi  

“Naledi please not you too, I get enough of that from Nkosenhle” 

“hhay I was just saying”-Naledi  

“are you coming with us or not?” 

“No I’ll be helping out for tomorrows party”-Naledi  

Nathi is having a birthday party tomorrow and the way Naledi is
