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Adelaide: Oh my gosh babe are you owk?

Londisa: Yes mom I'm fing, it's just a minor
headache

Phil: What happened?

Londisa: | lost control of the car

Adelaide: The nurse said you were unconscious
Londisa: Yes | was

Phil: Oh my God babe, you were all by yourself, you



almost died (hugging)

Londisa: Actually Yibanathi was with me. In fact he
saved my life.

Phil: What? What was that garden boy doing in your
car? He almost killed you, you've been driving since
you were 16 years you've never had an accident
before and now all of a sudden his in your car and
you losing control of it.

Londisa: No dad that’s not how it happened, he was
going to town and | gave him a lift because | was
also going to town so when | had an accident and
bleeding he helped me.

| waited for more than 2 hours in the hiking spot and
| couldn't find any transport to Mtubatuba and its all
thanks to the spoilt kid, | can’t believe how scared |
was thinking that she is dead when she fainted, if |
were rich | wouldn't buy my children cars after
today’s experience, when | called her mother the 1st



thing she said was” what the hell have you done to
my daughter” is Adelaide insane what can | possible
do to that child I'm thinking of not going back to that
family they are bunch of crazy people. After waiting
for hours finally | got a transport it was a van the
time was after 5h00 in the afternoon to think that |
left the Nxumalo household at 9h00 in the morning,
I'm tired | haven't eaten anything | didn’t even get
time to buy a bag, | didn't want to arrive home
carrying a plastic but | had no choice I will give most
of my salary to my grandmother so that she can
spoil herself | will only take money to buy my
groceries, toiletries, a bag, new underwear’s and new
pair of sneakers and throw away the torn sneakers |
have.

| finally arrived home people were already sleeping,
my family didn't even see me when | arrived | didn't
want to disturb them so | just opened my shark and
took out my sponge and a blanket and | fell asleep
immediately it was a long day and a lot happened all



thanks to the rich kid and so deserve to sleep in
peace, it's been a while since the last | sleep on the
floor but its feels damn good I'm so happy to be
home, | wasn't aware | missed it this much, |
appreciate my life and I'm going to work hard soon |
will have a bed here at home and other important
things if there is one thing that Phil and his wife are
good at is paying us decent salaries | give them
10/10 for that. When | woke up in the morning
everybody was already awake but they had no idea |
was home, when | came out of the shark my whole
family was outside busy, some were doing washing,
some were cleaning it was a busy home, if there is
one thing my family is good at is cleaning, we are all
clean people, we grew up like that, we had no maids,
we all had a turn to cook, clean and wash whether
you are a boy or girl.

Londisa: (Hitting Yibanathi on his chest) Hey I'm not
Yibanathi: Ouch!

Londisa: Goodnight my saver (smiling)

Yibanathi: Anytime trouble maker

Londisa: | was outside dad | needed some fresh air.

Reply from Yibanathi: But | was thinking that Friday
before | go | can maybe you take you out, | want to
spend time with outside the Nxumalo fence after
that | will take a taxi to Mtuba.
